MAY 2010


Auto Accidents:

5/13 - A two vehicle collision occurred in the intersection of Nassau Drive and Gilchrest Road. No injuries were reported and neither vehicle required a tow.

5/15 – A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Nassau Drive and East Shore Road. No injuries were reported and neither vehicle required a tow.

5/18 – A two vehicle accident occurred on Arleigh Road when a legally parked vehicle jumped out of gear and rolled backwards into a second legally parked vehicle. Neither vehicle was occupied at the time nor did either vehicle require a tow.

5/18 – A two vehicle accident occurred in the parking lot of 192 East Shore Road when one vehicle, trying to back out of a parking spot, struck a second vehicle which was legally parked. No injuries were reported and neither vehicle required a tow.

Ambulance Calls:

The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases, other than both aided cases at the East Shore Road physician’s office, wherein Manhasset Lakeville Fire Company Ambulance responded.

Alarms:

The Department responded to 20 active alarms during the month, all were found to be false burglary alarms. One alarm was found to have an unlocked door, which the resident advised was left in that condition.

Arrests:

A Kings Point resident was processed for a Misdemeanor Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a motor vehicle, when she was found to be operating a motor vehicle while her license was suspended.

Assists:

Assistance was given to Great Neck Estates Police Department 26 times, and received from Great Neck Estates Police Department 14 times. Kings Point PD requested and received assistance in breaking up a very large party of youths.

Fires:

5/31 - The Vigilant Fire Department responded to a reported smell of smoke at a Nassau Drive residence. Odor dissipated and cause was not found.

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 18. All were found to be secure.

The Department participated in NYS “Buckle Up NY” Initiative from the 24th through 31st. Officers manned random checkpoints throughout the Village and 29 varied violations were cited.

Officers responded to a report of a subject of an order of protection violating said order on Arleigh Rd. Unfounded subject not at scene.

-
A report of a large deer running through yards and leaping hedges on Nassau Dr was investigated. Animal GOA, later trapped in another jurisdiction.

A list of parking regulation signs in need of replacement was forwarded to highway dept. for action, they will replace at first opportunity.

A suspicious auto call was investigated on Beverly Rd. Owner of vehicle located and identified.

A Beverly Rd resident stuck in precarious position in her wheelchair was assisted

Several Bridle Path residents called with concerns about a raccoon out in daytime; apparently raccoon was disturbed by ongoing construction on Bridle Path, and found a new location to sleep.

A Kensington Ct resident was advised of ordinances regarding a noisy party running late. Resident complied with regulations.

An elderly North Dr Resident was helped home after falling on Arleigh Rd, no injuries sustained in fall.

Conditions of roadway on Bridle Path were carefully monitored during numerous rain falls, traffic cones adjusted as needed due to erosion.

Several street light outage reports forwarded to Great Neck Electric for service.

An issue regarding water being pumped onto Beverly Rd was investigated and found to be normal runoff from irrigation system.

Village Clerk was contacted on several occasions to verify tree removal permits, all work found to be in compliance.

A Greenacre Ct domestic assistant was warned to physically restrain a dog that was allowed to run loose and charged an Officer.

A Beverly Rd resident was assisted in recovering keys and cell phone that fell into storm drain. Materials recovered with help from highway dept. personnel.

A complaint of solicitor working on Arleigh Rd was investigated. Solicitor removed from Village after summons issued.

An Arleigh Rd resident complained of being inundated by feral cats having kittens. Resident advised of Village trap initiative and provided with number to HUGS. On 5/23 TNH feral cat program and HUGS in Village garage spaying and neutering over 37 cats most of which were trapped in Kensington.

An Officer released a very agitated raccoon trapped in cage set out for a feral cat’s capture. Cat seen walking past said cage, possibly grinning.

 NCPD Detectives were assisted at an Arleigh Rd home in search of a subject who may have violated an order of protection. Subject not at scene, resident advised subject had not been at scene.

A noise complaint was investigated on Nassau Dr, found to be adults leaving a house party talking enroute to autos.

Several residents were referred to Building Dept for guidance in regards to necessity for permits for planned and/or ongoing work on homes.

A Beverly Rd resident requested assistance while having car trouble. Matter found to require a mechanic.

A real estate agent for a Kensington Ct home found what she thought was a brake at the location. Found to be bank had changed locks.

A supervised youth party on Arleigh Rd was monitored for guests getting out of hand. Adult resident shutdown party early when advised of Ordinances.

An Arleigh Rd resident was referred to court by Officers regarding an ongoing divorce situation.

A problem with the East Shore Rd traffic light was called in for repairs. Work completed expeditiously.
