JULY 2010


Auto Accidents:

7/1 - A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Beverly Road and Gilchrest Road. No reported injuries, no tows.

7/1 - A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of East Shore Road and Arleigh Road. No reported injuries, no tows.

7/15 - An Accident Involving Village report was filed upon the discovery of a Stop Sign knocked to the ground at the southwest corner of North Drive at East Drive. Motorist left scene prior to police arrival.

7/16 - A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Beverly Road and Park Lane. No reported injuries, no tows. 

Aided Cases:

7/1 - A North Drive resident was transported suffering an injuring hip. Occurred when aided fell down a number of steps in the home. 

7/1 – A Kensington Gate resident was transported suffering a head injury.

7/2 – Officers assisted a resident of 1 Kensington Gate with symptoms of heat stroke. Aided refused medical treatment or transportation to the hospital.

7/8 – A Queens NY patient of a Beverly Road physician suffered shortness of breath. Aided refused medical treatment or transportation to the hospital.

7/9 – An Arleigh Road resident was assisted when he suffered diabetic shock. Aided refused medical attention or transportation to the hospital. Responding Officer had to kick in rear door in order to render assistance to the aided.

7/26 – A Brentwood NY resident was transported from a Nassau Drive construction site suffering back injuries due to falling from roof onto a second floor patio.

7/26 – A Manhasset NY resident was transported from an East Shore Road medical facility suffering fainting spells.

Ambulance Calls:

The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases, other than the 7/2 incident.
