· Officers maintained high visibility, extensively directed patrol due to several incidents off occupied residences within the Great Neck community being entered by an unknown subject who confronted the residents therein. No incidents of any kind occurred within Kensington.
· Assistance was given to Kings Point PD and NCPD, on two occasions, in searching for an individual involved in possible burglaries.
· Numerous calls were returned to concerned residents regarding the incidents north of Kensington. Many residents were reacting to false information which was being passed on through social network computer sites. Factual information was given to those residents as were important basic safety tips.
· An Arleigh Road home was searched, as well as the surrounding area, when a teenage resident of the home thought she heard a strange noise. Negative results.
· A Beverly Road resident reported seeing a figure running through her back yard. Call was made to PD 1 hour after sighting. Thorough check of area netted negative results. 
· Assistance was given to GNE PD at numerous calls for suspicious noises; all were found to be unfounded.
· A Bridle Path resident asked PD to check all homes on her block after hearing an alarm sound in the distance. All was found to be secure.
· Officers responded to assist an alarmed resident of Greenacre Court who had an unknown person banging on her door. Found to be UPS dropping a package at door.
