The number of homes reported vacant during the month was16. All were found to be secure.









Miscellaneous:
· Hurricane Sandy struck the area 10/27 through 10/28 causing substantial damage to the region. The storm caused a large scale power outage within the Village which lasted through the end of the month. Several homes and vehicles were hit by falling trees and tree limbs. Several Village street light poles were knocked down. Numerous trees fell on power lines, and most roadways were at one time or another blocked by fallen trees or limbs. Fortunately, no injuries were reported as a result of the storm. During the storm and the ensuing days and nights, extra officers were on duty to perform continuous patrol of the Village due to the blackout and vacated residences. The department liaised closely with Mayor Lopatkin, NCPD, all neighboring Police Departments, OEM, LIPA, All Cable Providers, FEMA, and many other agencies, in an effort to ease the effect of the storm on residents.
· High visibility patrol was performed on Halloween, and after dark each night that power was out due to damage caused by storm.
· Numerous welfare checks of residents at the request of worried relatives and friends were conducted, all were found to be in good stead, or to have vacated their homes until power return.
· Numerous calls for downed power lines, telephone lines and cable lines were received and investigated, and the proper utility company was notified in each case.
· Numerous suspicious persons and or vehicles were reported during the blackout. All were investigated and identified when found. Many were residents walking home in the darkness.
· The interior of an Arleigh Road home was searched at the request of the homeowner who was out of town. Found to be fine.
· 10/30 a snow storm struck the area, once again causing trees and tree limbs to fall into the roadways. Snow plows were called out to move the snow. Several new downed lines calls were received, and investigated. Proper notifications were made.
· Numerous residents were assisted with information in cases where a neighbor’s tree had fallen into their property.
· DPW reported a suspicious vehicle in the park. Person found to have a valid reason for being there.
· Complaints were received regarding a large party on Nassau Drive. Resident was advised of complaints and rectified the situation.
· Traffic cones were placed on Nassau Drive to control parking at a large party.
· An ongoing divorce situation on Nassau Drive required police presence, when one spouse assumed the other had removed personal property from the home and into the car. Consent to search the vehicle was received and accusation was found to be unfounded.

· A report of a strong odor of gas on Arleigh Road was investigated and found to be due to National Grid work on Allenwood Road.
