Ambulance Calls:

Cases:
3/19 – A report of missing property was taken from A North Drive resident for insurance purposes. Items were mistakenly removed and discarded by a contractor hired to clean out the resident’s garage. 
Fires:
3/6 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a report of fire at a North Drive residence. Cause was found to be due to burning food.
3/12 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a CO2 detector alarm at a Nassau Drive residence. Found to be due to a faulty alarm.

· A street light was struck on Nassau Drive during the above occurrence.
