Monthly Police Report

Auto Accidents:
 
1/2 - A single vehicle accident occurred on the Nassau Drive hill during a snow event, when a vehicle driving eastbound lost control and did a slow speed slide into a tree. No injuries were reported and no tows were required.
1/10 – A single vehicle accident occurred on Beverly Road just east of Clifford Lane, when a vehicle lost traction on a slippery road surface and struck a light pole. 1/14 – A resident was assisted in filing a report for a lost license plate. Report was needed for DMV purposes.
1/22 – A report was filed regarding an identity theft from an Arleigh Road resident/ Appropriate forms were filed and forwarded to the appropriate parties. NCPD 3rd squad notified.
Fires:

1/27 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at an alarm of fire at a Beverly Road residence. Alarm was due to food burning on the stove causing a smoke condition.

Vacant Homes:

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 41. All were found to be secure.
Miscellaneous:
· The Department continued high visibility directed burglary patrol during the month.
· A startled Arleigh Road resident reported his motion control lights came on late at night, possibly due to an unknown person on his property. Officers searched the area with the assistance of GNEPD officers. No one located. A review of the home’s video camera footage, found the cause to have been a possible raccoon.

· A report of a suspicious person in the rear of a North Drive residence was investigated. An elderly disoriented female was located there, apparently suffering with dementia. A prolonged investigation, due to a language barrier, led officers to her relatives on Summer St, where the woman was safely turned over to relatives.
· McGowan Ind was called into the Village on several occasions to plow/sand/salt the roadways during ice and snow occurrences.
· Several residents were asked to remove vehicles from the roadway in order to assist in the removal of snow from the streets.

· A list of residences that failed to remove snow from their sidewalks, as required by Village Ordinance, was delivered to the Village Clerk, in order for reminders to be sent to the owners of the property regarding the new regulation.

· Officers hand delivered letters from the Village Hall to several residents, to remind them of the new snow removal ordinance, after they failed to comply with the ordinance.
· Several downed light poles were reported throughout the month. Electric company responded to remove debris and to ensure the power to the wires was turned off. Several poles replaced.

· GNEPD assisted when their parking enforcement agent was struck by a vehicle and required transportation to the hospital.
· A report from a NCPD 911 operator, of an open 911 phone line at an Arleigh Rd residence, was found to be children playing with the phone.

· A loose dog found on Arleigh Road was safely returned to its owner due to info from TNH tag.
· A nanny accidently locked herself out of a Greenacre Ct home, while an infant slept inside. An officer gained entry to the home through a basement window.

· An officer responding to a burglary alarm set in error discovered a burst pipe spraying water in the rear yard of the residence. Officer entered home with the domestic and shut off the water.

· A suspicious, occupied vehicle parked in front of a Beverly Road home was investigated. Found to be religious solicitors targeting a nearby resident. Parties identified and sent on way, after consultation with the resident.

· Several residents were assisted in gaining entry to their homes after they became locked out.

· A broken water main was located at a North Drive home. Water shut off by PO and Water Company notified.
· Temporary “No Parking This Side” signs were utilized on Nassau Dr on Sunday mornings throughout the month, in an effort to alleviate an ongoing parking issue.

· Several packages and mail were picked up from reported vacant homes throughout the month and secured at HQ until resident’s return.

· Workmen at a Greenacre Ct residence were directed to stop the work while the resident secured the proper paperwork and permits from the Building Dept.

· GNEPD assisted at the scene of a large unruly party.

· A relative of an Arleigh Road resident reported from out of town, that unknown persons were digging compost at the Arleigh Road residence. Officers responded, resident home, advised situation occurred several hours in the past. Diggers found to be future owners of the home.
