Auto Accidents:
 
3/20 – A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Nassau Drive and West Drive. No tows were required and neither party requested medical attention.

An Accident Involving the Village report was taken when a guest of a resident knocked down a light pole on Nassau Drive. Forms filed and Damage to Village Property Ticket was issued.
Fires:

3/12 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at an alarm of fire report at an Arleigh Road home. Cause was found to be a false alarm.
3/28 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a fire alarm set in error at an Arleigh Road residence.

Vacant Homes:

The number of homes reported vacant during the month was 22. All were found to be secure.
Miscellaneous:
· Hills and intersections were monitored during late season snow events during the month.
· A motorist driving on North Drive reported, via 911, a man waving a rifle around, in the area of North Drive and East Drive. Complainant reported that ‘…he looks like a terrorist…”Subject was located and found to be a resident carrying a shotgun into his home from his car upon return from a duck hunting trip. No criminality or Al Qaeda affiliations present.
· School bus pick up and drop off locations were monitored through directed patrol throughout the month.

· Several residences were checked for compliance with building regulations at the request of the Building Inspector.

· An Arleigh Road resident was asked to contact the Village Office to verify the understanding of “pruning” a tree rather than removing said tree. Will comply if permit required.

· A North Drive resident was assisted with a plumbing issue. 

· A North Drive resident requested an officer document that a neighbor’s tree was shedding limbs onto his property. Resident to rectify issue as a civil matter.

· A third hand report of a homeless male attempting to enter a school bus in the area of Baker Hill Road was forwarded to NCPD and surrounding Depts. Officer was unable to verify the complaint. All school buses in Kensington were fine.
· NCPD was assisted at a car stop on East Shore Road. One subject was arrested for possession of a controlled substance.

· Directed burglary patrol was performed throughout the month.

· A Nassau Drive resident was assisted off of floor and back into bed or her chair on several occasions.

· GNEPD was assisted at the scene of a serious auto accident with injuries on Bayview Avenue.

· An Arleigh Road resident was asked to lower music volume coming from his home as it was bothering his neighbor. Resident complied.

· Several disabled motorists were assisted in getting underway throughout the month.

· Numerous groups of loud youths were quieted during the month.

· Numerous calls were made to Nassau County Highway Dept regarding a noisy manhole cover on Middle Neck Road. A work order was processed at our request. GNEPD was notified of situation since the loose cover was within their jurisdiction.

· A welfare check of an Arleigh Road resident was conducted at her daughter’s request. Resident was found in good stead.

· All Village roadways were surveyed for cracks at the request of the Village Clerk.
· Truck drivers responding to construction sites on Beverly Road were asked to shut off their motors until the work start time.

· Officers opened and closed the polls at the Village Hall for the Village elections.

· A Beverly Road home was entered using a key from HQ when the resident’s medic-alert alarm came in. Resident was found to be not at home at the time, and upon return, claimed to have been having issues with the alert system.

· Several reportedly suspicious cars were investigated throughout the month. All were located and their reasons for being in the area were verified.

· An officer noticed a side door at a North Drive residence ajar late at night. Residence was checked and found to be unoccupied. Resident was contacted and they advised that their daughter left the door open.

· A dispute between a contractor and one of his workmen at an Arleigh Road residence was investigated and rectified.
· A report of several youths skateboarding down the hill on Arleigh Road was investigated. Youth were located, advised of the ramifications of continued behavior, and sent on way; promising not to return.

· An officer noticed a front door fully open at a Nassau Drive home on a bitterly cold day. Home was checked inside and out, no sign of forced entry. Home was secured and resident was advised of situation.

· A North Drive resident complained of neighbors allowing people to pass through their property to access Embassy Court. Owner of the property advises only two close family friends enter onto and through his property, and that the gate is secured at all times. A check of property survey and Nassau County Boundary records show that the gate in question is on the property of the Town of North Hempstead. Not a Kensington issue at this time.
· A report of a car in an Arleigh Road driveway with an open door was checked out. Car was in an accident previously and door can no longer close.

· A possibly intoxicated person called HQ to ask for directions to his home. Officers were unable to provide the appropriate information to the caller, as he had no knowledge of from where he was calling.

· The daughter of a Beverly Road resident was assisted in shutting the water off to the home, when a major leak was discovered in the home through water presenting itself through the sidewalk at the side of the home.
· A Nassau Drive resident reported an elderly male urinating on a light pole. Officers responded and complainant advised the situation occurred hours earlier. Description taken.

· Temporary “No Parking This Side” signs were deployed on several occasions throughout the month in an effort to rectify a parking condition on Nassau Drive.
