Monthly Police Report

Auto Accidents:
 
5/16 – A two vehicle rear end collision occurred at the intersection of Beverly Road and Middle Neck Road. A vehicle that had stopped at a red light was struck from behind by another vehicle. No injuries were reported and no tows were required.
5/30 – A two vehicle collision occurred in front of 11 Beverly Road, when a vehicle moved from a parked position and made slight contact with a passing vehicle. Operator of the first vehicle attempted to apply the brakes but inadvertently pressed on the accelerator, crossing Beverly Road and striking a tree in front of 8 Beverly Road. Airbags deployed. One vehicle was towed from the scene, and two people were transported to hospital for medical attention.

Burglaries:

Cases:

· Members of the department participated in 3 New York Statewide enforcement initiatives, Buckle Up New York, Stop DWI, and Aggressive Driving (STEP), during the month and will continue to participate in said initiatives into the fall of this year. Funds for participating in the initiatives were secured through grants in cooperation with the Nassau County Traffic Safety Board.
· An Arleigh Road resident reported a burglary in progress and provided a description of the vehicle leaving the scene. Sgt Giraulo stopped said vehicle which was occupied by 3 females and performed a show up. Complainant knew the subjects and advised the situation was a misunderstanding. No police action necessary.

· The Department and Village mourned the passing of Matthew Byers of the Highway Dept. on 5/31.

· A dispute on Arleigh Road between a resident and a landscaper was rectified.

· Directed burglary patrol continued throughout the month.

· A suspicious person seen trying to open the side door of an Arleigh Road residence was located on Park Roads. A Florida resident visiting the USMMA and lost was identified as the person. Identification was taken and a field interview was conducted and entered into NCPD computer system.
· Directed school bus patrol continued throughout the month. 

· A tree fell across the roadway on Arleigh Road during a severe storm. McGowan Ind responded and cleared the roadway.

· A list of properties in need of maintenance was forwarded to the Village Clerk for letters to be sent to the owners.

· Several strong storms crossed the area during the month. All flood prone areas were monitored. An Arleigh Road resident was assisted with sandbags at her basement door.
· A Beverly Road resident was advised regarding a bamboo issue. She will rectify situation with the week.

· A Beverly Road resident was advised of a sprinkler problem at their home.  
· A noise complaint on Beverly Road was found to be contractors arriving early. They were sent on their way until the proper start time.

· A large power outage occurred during the month when a transformer in the area exploded. Outage occurred late at night and set off several alarms. Power restored within a few hours.

· A Nassau Drive resident requested assistance in removing an unwanted party from her property. On-going situation which is under investigation by other sources.
