
Monthly Police Report
DECEMBER 2015

Auto Accidents:	 
12/3 – A pedestrian was struck by a vehicle in the crosswalk at Beverly Road and Middle Neck Road. One aided was transported for attention.
12/12 - A two vehicle collision occurred at the intersection of Gilchrest Road and Beverly Road, when a vehicle travelling northbound was struck by a vehicle travelling westbound. No injuries were reported and no tows were required.
Aided Cases:
12/1 – A male resident of Arleigh Road refused transport for treatment of a pain in the right leg. Aided fell in the home which caused said pain.
12/3 – A female resident of Roslyn was transported to North Shore Hospital for treatment of an injury to her left leg. Injury occurred when she was struck, as she crossed in the crosswalk of Beverly Road, by a vehicle turning into the Village from Middle Neck Road.
12/7 – A male resident of Arleigh Road was transported to North Shore Hospital for attention after becoming unresponsive and having difficulty breathing. Aided later passed away at the hospital.
12/19 – A male resident of Great Neck presented himself at HQ in a severely intoxicated condition. Aided was transported to North Shore Hospital for treatment.
12/25 – A male resident of 1 Kensington Gate was transported to North shore Hospital suffering with difficulty breathing.
12/29 – A female resident of Great Neck, and patient of a Beverly Road physician, was transported from said physician’s office to North Shore Hospital with a back injury, suffered in an earlier fall.

Ambulance Calls:

The Vigilant Fire Company Ambulance responded to all of the above aided cases.

Cases:
12/3- An Arleigh Rd resident was assisted with paperwork regarding a telephone fraud. Resident wired funds to an unknown subject before realizing that the call was fraudulent. Information was forwarded to the 3rd squad detectives for investigation.
Fires:
12/12 – The Vigilant Fire Company assisted at a CO2 alarm at an Arleigh Road residence. Cause was found to be a false alarm due to resident testing the alarm.

Larcenies:

Vacant Homes:
The number of homes reported vacant during the month was20. All were found to be secure. One vacant home was left with the garage door open, which was secured by passing officers. Numerous packages were secured at HQ for vacationing residents.





Miscellaneous:
· An ongoing parking issue on Nassau Drive was addressed repeatedly during the month.
· A Nassau Drive resident reported an unknown person made contact with them to complain regarding the receipt of a parking ticket. Blamed the resident for causing the ticket to be issued.
· A neighbor dispute at an Arleigh Road location was rectified. Issue involved a resident legally removing a fence from their property. Building Inspector assisted at the scene.
· GNEPD was assisted at the scene of an “officer down”. Officer responding to a burglary alarm fell down a flight of stairs sustaining injuries. Assistance was given in the transport to the hospital.
· Assistance was given to GNEPD at the scene of a burglary on Middle Neck Road.
· GNEPD was assisted at the Clover Drive School for a student holding a teacher hostage; barricade situation. Situation diffused and subject was transported to GNE HQ for arrest processing.
· Several residents were assisted with telephone fraud attempts. Incidents ranged from calls pretending to be relatives in distress to IRS collections.
· Numerous lift assists were given to several residents throughout the month.
· Ongoing directed patrol of school bus stop locations continued throughout the month.
· Ongoing directed burglary patrol continued throughout the month.
· NCPD was assisted at the scene of a dispute involving a possible assault, in a parking lot on Great Neck Road. Officer flagged down by witnesses while conducting a bank deposit for the Clerk.
· KPPD was assisted with a violent mental aided on Split Rock Road. One KPPD officer was injured in the process.
· Several suspicious vehicle calls were investigated throughout the month. All were located and adjusted as needed.
· A loose dog located on Arleigh Road was returned to its owner on Beverly Road.
· A Beverly Road residence was checked at the request of an out of town resident. Relative found front door open. All seemed to be in order. Home secured.
· Met with Postal Inspector from GN Post Office. Mail delivered inadvertently to a vacant home on Kensington Gate. Mail recovered and properly delivered.
· GNEPD was assisted with two highly intoxicated individuals on Bayview Avenue. Both were transported to North Shore Hospital.
· A report of a loud party in the area of Arleigh Road was investigated and found to be on Cary Road. NCPD was notified of problem.
· A family on Beverly Road was advised to lower the music when the noise level became too loud and disturbed neighbors. They complied.
· A loose dog barking at passersby was returned home to Beverly Road. Dog escaped containment without owner’s knowledge.
· Coverage of GNE while their officers assisted KPPD at a domestic was completed.
· B. Morris was advised regarding curb painting on Nassau Dr. He rectified the situation.
· Contact was made with ASPLUND workers on Nassau Drive to ensure no roadway opening was attempted without the proper permits.
